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Fire and Burn Prevention
for Children

In 2005, Marriott International partnered with Safe Kids Worldwide
in China to launch a community-based education project on fire
and burn prevention for children ages 6 to 14. In China, accidental
injury is the leading cause of death for children up to age 14, and
burns are a leading cause of hospitalization related to childhood in-
juries. Marriott Business Councils in Beijing, Shanghai, and Hong
Kong have joined forces and included all other hotels in China in
this nationwide “Spirit To Serve Our Communities” activity.

In 2005 and 2006, Marriott hotel properties across China hosted
fundraising events from gala dinners and golf tournaments to auc-
tions and donation drives. Through donations, sponsorships, and
participation, over USD 21,800 was raised and donated to the Safe
Kids Worldwide fund.

The completion of the fundraising events culminated with various
public awareness events throughout May 2006, coinciding with
Marriott’s Spirit To Serve Our Communities Day. Large events were
held in Beijing, Shanghai, and Hong Kong. Smaller programs were
also hosted in Guangzhou, Chongqing, Shenyang, Shunde, Sanya,
and Xi’an. In collaboration with local school officials, the China
Children’s Center, and fire bureaus, Safe Kids experts and Marriott
International associates led students in activities designed to teach
them how to prevent fires and burns.

In addition to the public awareness events, the monetary proceeds

from the Marriott will help Safe Kids Worldwide in China create

a fire prevention initiative consisting of two components that will

reach 26,000 families in 10 cities:

e Survey—a data review on child injury related to fire and a ques-
tionnaire on fire prevention distributed to parents by primary
schools in Hong Kong, Shanghai, and Beijing

¢ Education—a primary school-based public education event and
in-school education programs

With the successful implementation of the program, more than

50,000 students will have received classroom education in more

than 300 schools in China. Another 170,000 students from 800

schools in Hong Kong also will receive awareness education.
