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Migrant Children in Beijing

Real Life English /WorldLink Education has formed a partnership
with the Coalition for Migrant Children (CMC, www.cmc-china.
org) to provide English and other skills training to migrant work-
ers’ children at XinXin Primary School outside the north Fifth
Ring Road in Beijing.

The goal of the alliance is to help to improve the quality of mi-
grant children’s lives through education and financial support.
The nonprofit CMC provides a framework within which organiza-
tions such as Real Life English can express their care for children
of migrant workers.

Real Life’s first project with the XinXin Primary School took place
over Christmas 2005. It was a special shoebox project that was a
great success with students and customers. On December 24, 2005,
staff and students visited the school with 171 shoeboxes filled
with school supplies, toiletries, and clothing for each of the chil-
dren who attend XinXin. The gifts were an outpouring of generos-
ity from the staff and students of WorldLink Education and Real
Life English.

Since that time, Real Life English teachers have been teaching
English classes on a weekly basis at the primary school. RLE stu-
dents have also been involved as assistants and translators, and
have been assisting with tutoring in various subjects at the school.
For the Children’s Day celebration in 2006, a group of children
from XinXin visited Real Life’s Jian Wai SOHO campus and per-
formed for staff, students, and teachers. It was a positive event
and a wonderful opportunity for the children to see the Central
Business District of Beijing—an environment so different from
where they live and have their daily classes.
