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Songyuan’s Hope

Partnering with the Songyuan Disability Foundation in Songyuan,
Jilin Province, Cargill is enabling more that 112 disabled children
to go back to school to continue their education. Cargill funded the
project, called Songyuan’s Hope, with USD 30,000 for the period
from 2005 to 2007. In addition, Cargill employees participated in
the Beijing Golden Autumn Marathon and raised more than USD
100,000 to support the rebuilding of primary school classrooms
and to enable more disadvantaged children in Songyuan to attend
school. In April 2006, Cargill employees from Beijing and Shanghai
offices, along with the local plant’s employees, joined together
for a hands-on work day of rebuilding classrooms in Songyuan’s
Dafang village. Other aid to the village has included corn planting
training to help local farmers increase their income.
