希望工程是由中国青年发展基金会(CYDF)1989年发起的一项社会公

100所。

在公司倡导下,数百名宝洁员工通过捐书、捐钱给贫困孩子,访问希望

小学,以及与当地学生保持密切联系的方式支持希望工程。2005年,总

计12家商业合作伙伴与宝洁携手支持希望工程,共建联名希望小学,改

善学校学习环境,并在全国约32万家超市、卖场与宝洁联合举行了捐

资销售,约5,500万消费者参与了这一爱心行动。

这就是宝洁在实践中逐渐形成的独特的“宝洁公益模式”从我做起，

携手商业合作伙伴,感召消费者,共同帮助需要帮助的孩子生活、学

习、成长。该模式的运作不仅得到了广大消费者、商业合作伙伴的

认可,更被中国青少年发展基金会授予“最佳合作伙伴模式”而加以推

广。

透过这一公益模式,在这十年中全国796个自然村落的60,115名儿童从

中受益,获得了更好的学习条件。

Since 1996, Procter & Gamble (P&G) has donated RMB 24 million

Hundreds of P&G staff support the project by donating books and 

money to the needy children, visiting Hope schools, and staying 

in close communication with local students.
