Chamber donates RMB1 million in equipment, training to Ji An hospital
January 23, 2006 (Beijing) An AmCham-China delegation visited Ji An County in Jiangxi Province today as part of a project to provide RMB1 million in equipment and training for a local hospital. The donation, provided by the AmCham-China General Charity Fund, Tyco, Pfizer, United Technologies and P&G, will help Yonghe Central Hospital provide better care for local residents. The donation includes an X-ray machine, surgical devices, a ventilator and training for doctors and nurses.
Earlier this year, the Ministry of Commerce (MOFCOM) identified Ji An County as its top priority for social development. Last November, accompanied by MOFCOM officials, an AmCham-China team led by Chairman Emory Williams visited Ji An. The team was impressed by the commitment of the hospital’s medical staff and recognized their need to improve facilities. The donation was presented to Xiao Yicheng, head of the hospital, during AmCham-China’s Annual Appreciation Dinner for Chinese government officials, on December 9. The donation was officiated by Minister of Commerce Bo Xilai and U.S. Ambassador Clark T. Randt.

The Ji An County initiative reflects the chamber’s growing focus on corporate social responsibility (CSR) over the past year. This is reflected in increased member participation in AmCham-China’s CSR Committee and the chamber’s facilitation of over RMB2.8 million of donations for social initiatives in China in 2005. This included RMB1.2 million in donations for six projects focused on the early detection and prevention of diseases affecting women and children. Many AmCham-China member companies also undertake public service initiatives of their own.
